The Permit allows: As part of the redevelopment of the Richmond Maltings Site, the temporary removal of the Nylex Sign, Clock and its steel truss frame with its later reinstatement on top of the existing extended silos (approved pursuant to heritage permit P25508), including transfer, secure storage and reinstatement of the Sign, Clock and its Frame to operating order.
The following conditions apply to this permit:

1. This permit shall expire if the permitted works have not commenced within three (3) years of the date of issue of this permit, or are not completed within seven (7) years of the date of issue of this permit unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Executive Director, Heritage Victoria.
2. The Executive Director is to be given five working days notice of the intention to commence the approved works.
3. OPERATION AND LIGHTING THE SIGN AND CLOCK
Once re-erected the sign and clock must be operational to its original state, including the ability for the sign to be lit.
4. RE-ERECTION

The sign, clock and its frame must be re-erected on top of the extended B9 Silos, alterations to which were approved under heritage permit P25508, within the period of validity of this permit. Prior to its re-erection, drawing(s) must be provided for the Executive Director’s endorsement, showing the sign, clock and frame re-erected in a location which mirrors its existing orientation, albeit at a greater height. The sign, clock and its frame must be re-erected so that the relationship of sign, clock and frame mirrors its existing presentation. Once endorsed these drawing(s) form part of the permit.
5. DETAILED DOCUMENTATION
Prior to the removal of the sign, clock and its frame, the following documentation is to be provided for the Executive Director’s endorsement and the works be carried out as part of the permit:
· A report from an experienced engineer providing a methodology which shows the ability to remove the sign, clock and its frame and the ability for it to be later re-erected in operational order and without impact to the heritage fabric of the structure. 
· Documentation showing any required conservation works to the sign, clock and its frame including the restoration of its original operational functions including lighting.

· Details, including location, for the proposed secure storage of the sign, clock and its frame.

6. ARCHIVAL RECORDING

Prior to the removal of the sign, clock and its frame and prior to the commencement of any of the works approved under heritage permit P25508, an archival quality photographic survey is to be prepared to record the structure. The survey is to include photographs of the structure taken from a variety of viewpoints both far and close.  The survey is to be prepared in accordance with the Heritage Council/Heritage Victoria Technical Note entitled “Photographic Recording for Heritage Places and Objects” (available on the Heritage Council website);

Two copies of the completed photographic survey is to be produced with one copy of each submitted to the Executive Director, Heritage Victoria for approval in writing;

On approval the second copy of each is to be lodged with the La Trobe Picture Collection, State Library of Victoria; the lodgement receipt or a copy thereof is then to be provided to the Executive Director, Heritage Victoria.
The archival record must be undertaken with the objective for its use as a reference to assist when re-erecting the structure.
7. INTERPRETATION
An Interpretation Plan for installation of interpretive device(s) about the sign, clock and its frame shall be prepared by a suitably qualified and experienced practitioner. The Interpretation Plan shall include proposals for the appropriate interpretation of the history of the structure. Robust interpretive devices may be proposed to be located within the new cafe. The Interpretation Plan is to be submitted to the Executive Director for approval in writing within 3 months of the re-erection of the structure or before the expiration of this permit, whichever is the sooner, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Executive Director. 
8. FINANCIAL SECURITY

Prior to the commencement of works approved by this permit, an unconditional Bank Guarantee in favour of the Heritage Council of Victoria (ABN 87 967 501 331) or other form of financial security agreed by the Executive Director, is to be lodged with the Executive Director. The amount guaranteed shall be Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000). The Bank Guarantee is to be unconditional including unspecified expiry date. The Bank Guarantee is a Completion Bond to ensure completion of conservation works and reinstatement of the sign, clock and frame required by Conditions 3,4,5, 6 and 7. 

The Bank Guarantee shall be released on written application to the Executive Director, subject to completion of the approved works to their satisfaction. 

The Bank Guarantee shall be forfeit to the Heritage Council of Victoria if the conservation works and reinstatement of the sign, clock and frame are not completed to the satisfaction of the Executive Director by the expiration of this permit or as otherwise agreed in writing by the Executive Director. 
9. HERITAGE STRUCTURE MANAGEMENT PLAN 
A Structure Management Plan for the sign, clock and its frame (the structure) is to be prepared which:

· provides for cyclical maintenance works over one, five and ten year cycles to ensure the structure is kept in good condition; 

· ensures maintenance and future management of the structure continues to reflect its significant heritage values; 

· identifies a mechanism by which maintenance is to be undertaken 

· and provides for a regular (minimum 5 year) reporting mechanism to the Executive Director with information on the condition and heritage values of the structure. 

The plan is to be administered by the Owners Corporation/s formed to oversee the management of the structure.
10. OTHER

Approved works or activities are to be planned and carried out in a manner which prevents damage to the registered place / object.  However, if other previously hidden original or inaccessible details of the object or place are uncovered, any works that may affect such items shall immediately cease.  The Executive Director shall be notified of the details immediately to enable Heritage Victoria representatives to inspect and record the items, and for discussion to take place on the possible retention of the items, or the issue of a modified approval.

11. The Executive Director is to be informed when the approved works have been completed.

12. The development approved by this permit is to be carried out in accordance with the endorsed drawings, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Executive Director, Heritage Victoria.

NOTE THAT PERMISSION HAS BEEN GIVEN FOR INSPECTIONS OF THE PLACE OR OBJECT TO BE UNDERTAKEN DURING THE CARRYING OUT OF WORKS, AND WITHIN SIX (6) MONTHS OF NOTIFICATION OF THEIR COMPLETION. 

TAKE NOTICE THAT ANY NATURAL PERSON WHO CARRIES OUT WORKS OR ACTIVITIES NOT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PERMIT OR CONDITIONS IS GUILTY OF AN OFFENCE AND LIABLE TO A PENALTY OF UP TO 2,400 PENALTY UNITS ($346,464) OR 5 YEARS IMPRISONMENT OR BOTH, OR IN THE CASE OF A BODY CORPORATE 4800 PENALTY UNITS ($692,928).

THE ATTENTION OF THE OWNER AND/OR APPLICANT IS DRAWN TO THE NEED TO OBTAIN ALL OTHER RELEVANT PERMITS PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF WORKS.

WHAT HAS BEEN DECIDED?

A permit expires if -

the development or any stage of it does not start within the time specified in the permit; or

*
the development or any stage is not completed within the time specified in the permit, or, if no time is specified, within two years after the issue of the permit.

The expiry of a permit does not affect the validity of anything done under that permit before the expiry.

WHAT ABOUT APPEALS?

The applicant or the owner of a registered place or registered object may appeal to the Heritage Council against any condition of a permit imposed by the Executive Director on a permit issued under Section 74 of the Heritage Act.
